All may make the sign of the 
cross, the sign marked at baptism, as the presiding minister begins. 
 
Presider: Blessed be the holy Trinity, + one God, the fountain of living water, the 

rock who gave us birth, our light and our salvation. 
All:  Amen. 
 

Presider: Joined to Christ in the waters of baptism, we are clothed with God's 
mercy and forgiveness.  Let us give thanks for the gift of baptism. 

 

Water may be poured into the font as the presiding minister gives thanks. 
 

Presider: We give you thanks, O God, for in the beginning your Spirit moved over 
the waters and by your Word you created the world, calling forth life in 
which you took delight. 

 

Presider: Through the waters of the flood you delivered Noah and his family. 
Through the sea you led your people Israel from slavery into freedom. 
At the river your Son was baptized by John and anointed with the Holy 
Spirit. By water and your Word you claim us as daughters and sons, 
making us heirs of your promise and servants of all. 
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Presider: We praise you for the gift of water that sustains life, and above all we 
praise you for the gift of new life in Jesus Christ. Shower us with your 
Spirit, and renew our lives with your forgiveness, grace, and love. 

 

Presider: To you be given honor and praise through Jesus Christ our Lord in the 
unity of the Holy Spirit, now and forever. 

All:  Amen.

Lector: 1When you have come into the land that the LORD your God is giving 
you as an inheritance to possess, and you possess it, and settle in it, 
2you shall take some of the first of all the fruit of the ground, which you 
harvest from the land that the LORD your God is giving you, and you 
shall put it in a basket and go to the place that the LORD your God will 
choose as a dwelling for his name.

Let us eat and drink your 
promise of new life, that we might be your promise to the world, spoken 
in Jesus’ name.

Presider: The Lord be with you.

Presider: Lift up your hearts. 
All:  We lift them to the Lord. 
 

Presider: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.

Presider: It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, that we should at all times and in 
all places give thanks and praise to you, almighty and merciful God, 
through our Savior Jesus Christ; who on this day overcame death and 
the grave, and by his glorious resurrection opened to us the way of 
everlasting life.  And so, with all the choirs of angels, with the church on 
earth and the hosts of heaven, we praise your name and join their 
unending hymn: 

All: Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth 
are full of your glory.

Presider: Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for all to 
drink, saying: This cup is the new covenant in my blood, shed for you 
and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. Do this for the 
remembrance of me.

Presider: Lord, remember us in your kingdom, and teach us to pray: 
All:  Our Father, who art in heaven,

The assembly is seated. The bread may be broken for the communion. 
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COMMUNION  

 
We welcome all baptized believers, regardless of faith tradition, to celebrate Holy 
Communion at the Lord’s Table.  Ushers will help guide all for the distribution of 
Holy Communion. For today’s liturgy Holy Communion will be distributed by 
intinction, the Eucharistic practice of partly dipping consecrated bread, or host, into 
the consecrated wine before consumption.  Worshipers will approach a station in 
front of the altar from the center aisle in a continuous flow. The presiding minister 
will distribute the consecrated bread, or hosts and worshipers will proceed to 
assisting ministers who will hold chalices for intinction.  The communed worshipers 
are then invited to return to their places via the side aisles.   Should anyone have 
dietary concerns, gluten-free consecrated hosts are readily available upon request 
to the presiding minister.  If you do not wish to receive Holy Communion, you are 
still invited to come forward to receive a blessing; kindly cross your arms as a 
method to advise the presiding minister of your desire to be blessed.  When giving 
the bread and cup, the communion ministers say, “The body of Christ, given for 
you,” and “The blood of Christ, shed for you,” and each person may respond 
“Amen.”

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SENDING - God blesses us and sends us in mission to the world. 
 

BENEDICTION  
 

Presider: Signed and sealed by the Holy Spirit, you are Christ’s message of love 
for this troubled world, written by the same Sender. May our Lord Jesus 
Christ and God our Father, who loved us and through grace gave us 

eternal comfort and good hope, ☩ comfort your hearts and strengthen 

them in every good work and word.
